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Region 9 / Turf Soaring Site Diagram 

•I-17 is ~7 miles to the east via Hwy 74 
•See last slide for notes on arrival and check-in 
•Cross runways with caution!!! Tow planes especially will cross from 23 center to 23 Right close to the grid/stage areas 
•Water is available at the west side of the tie-down area 
•Restrooms are next to the Turf office on the south side

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Landout Communications Procedures 

1. Call the Retrieve Office (RO) 
– Terrill Willard, 602-439-3621  
– The above number is Turf’s landline. If busy or no answer, call 

Terrill’s mobile, 623-764-3535 
– The CO is the backup RO: 480-296-9022 

2. Call your crew! (If you have no crew, call the backup RO) 
3. Your crew must “check out” with RO before departure 
4. You (or your crew) must call the RO when your crew hooks up 

with you 
5. You (or your crew) must check in immediately  upon return!

Arrival and Check-In 
• The check-in/registration station, operated by Peter “VC”, will be in the white tent next to the Turf 

office on the south side of the airport (see site diagram) 

• When you arrive with your trailer, best to enter on the north  access road (the first left turn off of 
Hwy 74 (Carefree Hwy) after you pass Lake Pleasant Road coming from I-17; look for the wind 
sock) and take your trailer to the tie-down area, then visit the registration desk on foot (or drive 
your tow vehicle around via Lake Pleasant Rd) 

• When driving directly to the south side of the airport from Hwy 74 (Carefree Hwy), turn left on 
Pleasant Valley Rd, go one thermal width, turn right on the old Carefree Hwy dirt road, follow the 
signs to Turf Soaring, mind the speed limit as you pass the RV park! 

• Be sure to have the following: 

– Photocopy of insurance summary page 
– Necessary documentation if your pilot ranking is 0 (see pilot requirements in rules) 

– SSA/contest waiver 
– SSA card 

– Glider license 
– Sailplane registration 

– Your checkbook (Note: we cannot process credit cards!); the registrar will have your balance 
due (feel free to exceed that amount� )
